What is the significance of Heard Island & McDonald Islands?

Heard Island and the McDonald Islands,with the Kerguelen Islands,are exposed parts of the Kerguelen
Plateau,possibly the largest submarine plateau on earth,and provide geochemical and isotopic insights inro the
formation of oceanic plateaux,mantle plume development and the separation of AustraliaIndia and Africa
from Antarctica

What is the difference between heard and McDonad Islands?
The geological histories of Heard and the Kerguelen Islands extend over the last 50 Ma while the McDonald
Islands are very young,perhaps having formed within the last 100 000 years.

How bigisHeard Island & McDonald Islands?

The group's overal land area is 372&#160;km 2 (144&#160;s0&#160;mi)and it has 101.9&#160;km
(63&#160;mi) of coastline. Discovered in the mid-19th century,the islands lie on the Kerguelen Plateau in the
Indian Ocean and have been an Australian territory since 1947. Heard Island and McDonald Islands contain
Australia's only two active volcanoes.

Who discovered Heard Island?

American sailor John HEARDdiscovered Heard Island in 1853 while fellow American William MCDONALD
discovered the McDonald Islands the following year. Starting in 1855,sealers lived on the isands and
harvested elephant seal oil; by the time the practice was ended in 1877, most of the islands' seals were killed.

Where are Heard Island and McDonald Islands |ocated?

The idlands are a territory (Territory of Heard Island and McDonald Islands) of Australiaadministered from
Hobart by the Australian Antarctic Division of the Australian Department of Climate Change,Energy,the
Environment and Water.

Critically, Heard Island and the McDonald Islands (HIMI) are free from introduced predators, and provide
crucial breeding habitat in the middle of the vast Southern Ocean for many species of seabirds. The potential
introduction of rodentsis considered the single biggest risk to the seabirds on Heard Island.
