Do you need planning permission to install solar panels on your roof?

An increasing number of people are investing in solar energy. More and more homes are having solar panels,

or solar tiles, installed on their roofs. Of course, with such installations, the topic of planning permission and

building regulations often comes to the surface.

 

Can I install solar panels if I don't meet building regulations?

Your local authority can also apply for a Confiscation Order to take away any money you've earned with your

system - so there's absolutely no benefitto installing solar panels that don't meet building regulations. It's

crucial that your solar installation follows all building regulations.

 

What are the requirements for a PV installation?

Virtually all domestic PV installations will fall under the scope of Part P.  Part P requires the relevant Building

Control department to be notified and approve the work. There are two routes to comply with the requirements

of Part P: Notify the relevant Building Control department before starting the work.

 

Do I need an MCS Certified Installer for my solar panels?

All other standard health and safety measures must be adhered to,and you may have to prove to your local

planning office that your property fully complies with these specific requirements. The best way for you to

avoid any problems with building regulationsis to use an MCS certified installer for the fitting of your solar

panels.

 

Do I need to meter a photovoltaic system?

It is assumed that aluminum framed photovoltaic (PV) panels mounted on a "post" and rail mounting

system,the most common in the industry today,will be installed by the homeowner. While metering the system

is encouraged,the specification does not address system wiring elements for associated system sensors or

monitoring equipment.

 

Do I need a building regulations certificate for my solar panel system?

You should receive a building regulations certificate,known as a completion certificate,for your solar panel

system. This certificate will assure you and any future owners that the work met all building regulations,which

will make it much easier to sell your property at any point.

If 6 PV panels are erected on an independent supporting structure and the weight of each PV panel is around

26kg. The weight of the system supported by the structure will be 156kg (i.e. 26kg &#215; 6 PV panels).
