Why are the Cocos Islands called the Keeling Islands?

The territory's dual name (official since the islands incorporation into Australia in 1955) reflects that the
islands have historically been known as either the Cocos Islands or the Keeling Islands. The territory consists
of two atolls made up of 27 coral islands, of which only two - West Island and Home Island - are inhabited.

How many people live on the Cocos (Keeling) Islands?

The Census of 2006 recorded a total population of 5500n the Cocos (Keeling) Islands. Approximately 80 per
cent of the population resides on Home Island. The population of Home Island is mainly comprised of the
Cocos Malays.
